* Also check that the runner on the ground ( Fig. 1) is not deformed, is perfectly level
and that the mechanical stop is present on opening (Fig. 2) in order to prevent the
gate from going beyond the upper runners (Fig. 3)

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INSTALLATION

Position the plate provided
(Fig. 1) 35 mm/MAX from the
edge of the gate and perfectly
square at an angle of 90°.

Before fastening the plate with
cement, dowels or other means,
thread the cable sheath(s)
through the prepared holes.

Position the operator and
fasten it with the bolts
provided. (Fig.2).

Fasten the rack to the gate
firmly, leaving a distance of
between 2 and 3 mm from the
motor pinion (Fig.3).

Fasten the limit stop plates
(Cams G) of the motor on the
rack, (Fig. 4)

Emergency release

1. Insert the key provided into
the appropriate cylinder and
turn the key.

2. Pull the lever until it stops

TROUBLESHOOTING

PROBLEM

PROBABLE CAUSE

SOLUTION

On giving a command with
the remote
control or with the
key-switch, the gate
doesn’t open or the motor
doesn'’t start

230 volt mains voltage
absent

Check master switch

Emergency STOP present

Check for any STOP
selectors or commands.
If not used, check jumper
on STOP contact input on
the control board

Fuse blown

Replace with one of same
value.

Power cable of motor or
motors not
connected or faulty.

Connect the cable to
appropriate
terminal or replace.

The photocell is not
functioning or the
beam is interrupted

Check the connection,
remove any
obstacle across the beam

On giving a command with
the remote control, the
gate doesn’t open but
works with the key
command

The remote control has not
been
memorised or the battery
is flat

Carry out the remote
control learning
procedure on the radio
receiver or replace the
battery with a new one..

The gate starts, but stops
immediately

The force of the motor or
motors is insufficient

Modify the value with the
FORCE trimmer on the
control unit
